Every year more than five million visitors from 
all over the world come to the Wies’n, which is the 
name for the beer festival the locals use.

If you’ve been here once, you’ll understand what’s 
so special about the Oktoberfest – it simply breaks 
all the records: The large beer tents offer seating 
for more than 10.000 visitors, 1.600 waitresses are 
working, serving more than 6 million liters of beer! 
And outside the enormous beer tents the world-
wide largest transportable rollercoaster, over one 
kilometer long, with its 5 loopings is waiting for 
fearless riders.

If you want to combine your German course with 
a visit of the Oktoberfest, you shouldn’t wait un- 
til October – only the last festival weekend is in 
October. The reason for this is the weather: Sep-
tember nights are milder and more pleasant for 
visiting the Wies’n in the evening. You shouldn’t 
miss it – even if you’ve got to study German the  

next morning. A visit to the Ok- 
toberfest is simply a great 

experience.
